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A. The purposc of this modification is to revise Section C.2.8:

FROM: C.2.8 Radiological Assistance Program Support

The Contractor shall support the DOE/NNSA Radiological Assistance Program for
Region 3 (North Carolina, South Carolina, Georgia, Florida and Alabama) by making
specially designated personnel available to serve on RA P Team deployments.
Presently, there are five individuals in the Liquid Waste program that are designated
to this collateral duty. The Contractor shall, as directed by the CO, support RAP
personnel maintenance of qualifications through RAP training attendance, and
participation in RAP training exercises. The funds associated with RAP personnel
deployment and training will be separately provided by the DOE/NNSA. A fact sheet
that describes the RAP program can be found at the National Nuclear Security
Administration Office of Public Affairs web site:

TO: C.2.8 Radiological Assistance Program Support

In consultation with the NNSA Regional Response Coordinator, the contractor shail
provide Health Physics professionals to support the NNSA Radiological Assistance
Program (RAP) in DOE Region 3 (Alabama, Florida, Georgia, North Carolina, and
South Carolina), which includes the regional Aerial Measuring System program. The
contractor shall ensure that individuals designated to support RAP are provided the
opportunity to participate in required training and drills/exercises to maintain their
qualifications for these collateral duties. Once qualified, personnel are assigned to
teams with rotating on-call duties to ensure responses to requests for offsite
radiological assistance arc provided within NNSA response time lines. In addition,
and as directed by the CO, RAP personnel will also be made available - on a
voluntcer basis - to support other RAP missions, including training for offsite
response partners, exercise participation and support for Special Events and National
Special Security Events. Funding for labor and travel associated with all RAP
activities is separately provided by the NNSA.

B. In consideration of the changes agreed to in this modification, the Contractor hereby
releases the Government from any and all liability under this contract for equitable
adjustments.

C. All other terms and conditions of the contract remain unchanged.
